7" piece of driftwood or dowel

To begin, you need to hapeeae of
felt the appropriate size and shape to wrap andrdie
egg form with little or no overlap. You can chodseaise
Pattern piece C as a guide, or may simply wrapehe
around the egg. If you choose to use Pattern [leg®u
might have to adjust the size of the pattern pEmmause of
individual printer settings.

4. Once you have the piece of felt trimmed to wrapuaddthe
egg, take enough roving to thinly cover the egg. Vall
want to pull the fibres apart slightly so that yean see the
coloured felt through the roving when the rovindgigered
on top of the coloured felt.
