And, 

whether you want to get 

weaving bracelets, 

shoelaces, toques, bags 

or scarves,  Kids Weaving 

by Sarah Swett  not only 

provides fantastic patterns 

and ideas, but also gives 

you detailed instructions 

for making your very own 

portable pvc weaving 

loom.  

 

Weaving is one neat past 

time and it gives your 

older children a chance to 

make some really 

professional looking stuff! 

This book has awesome 

photographs and is just a 

very inspiring look at all 

things weaving. It is a 

fantastic look at all the 

great things kids can 

make and do with a little 

string! 
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Our very first Learn Along was all about 

the knitting loom. And what an 

experience it was! We tried both the 

single rake and the knitting board – two 

very different ways of loom knitting – 

and wow! Not only did we have a lot to 

learn in a little bit of time with two such 

different techniques in one learn along, 

but we also had to learn what it meant 

to have a learn along.   

In the end, I think that we did great. We 

learned just how much we can 

accomplish in one learn along session, 

what things work well for a learn along, 

and more specifically, I learned that 

although I loved working with the 

knitting board, I really did not like the 

single rake at all. But this is the joy of 

the learn along – you and I learn and 

experience new things together.  

If you joined me on this learn along, I 

hope you had a great time! And if you 

didn’t join us, the learn alongs are still 

posted on the blog for you to try 

whenever you feel tempted. (I will also 

still be available to answer any of your 

questions, and will be here to read and 

respond to your online blog comments.) 

So, as I was saying, I did not enjoy 

knitting on a single rake. I had problems 

throughout that project – it seemed a 

never ending trial of dropped stitches, 

tension troubles and redo’s. On the 

other hand, I really enjoyed working on 

the knitting board and I will have 

absolutely no hesitation in picking up 

the knitting board again. This was fun, 

easy, and I loved the look of the 

finished product. It also seems that 

those of you that joined me in this learn 

along (and commented privately by email 

or publicly on the blog) also felt the same 

way about the project, so have opted to 

focus more on the knitting board from this 

point on.  Here is a great new pattern to 

help you practice some of your knitting 

board skills. This is a beginner pattern – 

you could be finished with a luxurious 

scarf in hand in only two hours! 

Soft & Stylish 2 Hour Scarf  

 

 

 

 

 

 

To make this  scarf ,  you need:   

�  1 chunky kni t t ing loom and 
kni t t ing hook,  pegs ½” apar t .   

�  2-3oz bal ls,  L ion Suede, Lion  
Brand Yarn 

�  1 ½ yards of  ¼” wide r ibbon 

1. To start, take the end of each ball of 

wool and cast on 18 pegs using the two 

strands together as one yarn., (9 pegs on 

each of the 2 rows of the knitting board) 

(for specific cast on instructions, click 

here).  

2. Knit 105 rows, in twisted knit stitch (for 

specific knit instructions, click here). 

3. Cast off all 18 pegs (for specific cast off 

instructions, click here). 

4. To add cross-stitch ribbon detail, stitch 

diagonally every 5 stitches up and then 

reverse the diagonal as you stitch back 

down the length of the scarf, forming the x 

of the cross stitch. Pull the stitches and 

the ribbon tight to form detail.  

5.  To finish, weave in yarn and ribbon 

ends. Optional: weave leftover ribbon 

ends across the end of the scarf, gather 

and tie in bow.
